Literacy
In reading, we will continue with our weekly

reading homework and focusing in the classroom
on the skills of decoding, comprehension and
fluency.

e P3 will also continue with their spelling work and
will have a new focus sound each week. We will
continue to expand the range of common words
that can be fluently read and written.

e In listening and talking we will be learning to take
notes on a spoken text and we will use this
information to create a new text. As part of this
work we will continue to develop our questioning
skills and our ability to correctly identify and use a
question mark.

e In writing we will be learning to write a narrative
story. We will be creating our own characters and
settings and using the skills we have developed
over the year so far to write short descriptions of
these. We will then write our own short stories
about our characters.

Voyage of Discovery

This term we will be answering a big question which
is... What are the secrets of Gunsgreen House?

We will be learning:

e About the history of smuggling at Gunsgreen
House.

e About what smuggling was and why it took place.

e To compare life in the past (c.I18t century) with
life today.

e  We will be exploring different historical sources
and how to read and create a simple historical
timeline.

Numeracy & Mathematics

e In numeracy we will be working on multiplication
and division, exploring strategies such as counting
collections, arrays and skip counting. Ve will be
learning our 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables.

o  We will be learning about fractions this term. We
will learn to split a whole into halves, quarters
and eighths, exploring how to split numbers as
well as shapes and ordering fractions on a number
line. We will learn about the role of the
numerator and denominator.

e Our maths topic will be time and we will learn to
read and record o’clock, half past and quarter
past times on analogue and digital (12 hour)
clocks.

e Learning about the importance that self-

motivation, perseverance and a positive attitude have

on personal achievement.

e Understand the changes that happen within the

body during exercise.

Creative Dance:

e Creating sequences of movement in response to a
theme, moving in time to a rhythm, beat or music

Ball Games

e Developing passing, receiving, dribbling and
movement skills.

e Linking these skills together within skills practices
and fun games.
